SUMMERTIME ROLLS

Summertime Rolls is a composite of 5 videos spanning nearly 30 years, by 5 artists, David Askevold, Aaron Brewer, Dorit Cypis, Michael Mahalchick and John Pearson,

who have had a mutual stated and unstated influence on each other. They have participated in a shared history of personal interactions, collaboration, friendship, and
admiration. Each artist's work relies upon the work of the others, not with the certain fixity or explicit declaration of a movement, but through a more elusive reciprocity.
The compilation of these videos demonstrates common imagery and content, but is not intended represent a unique phenomena. Instead associations are loose and
intended to show that these artist's mutual influence, though at times ostensibly diffuse, is profoundly significant to their work. The grace of these 5 videos in combina-
tion suggests that similar affiliations between artists whose workis infinitely more diverse, is more common than we expect and that influence is not necessarily as linear
orimmediately evident as we are led to believe.
